Plans and organizes special events for the 
enjoyment of the Greater Stowe Commu-
nity such as the annual plant sale , author 
events, or special fundraising opportuni-
ties. 
 
Membership 
Develops membership brochures and re-
cruitment tools to acquire new members. 
 
Outreach 
Delivers library books, books on tape, 
DVDs and other Library materials 
monthly to members of the West Branch 
Community Apartments. 
 
Merchandise 
Creates products such as book bags and 
note cards that can be sold to members of 
the Greater Stowe Community to earn ad-
ditional revenue for the Friends.
